Chinese families show their 
respect by visiting the graves 
of their ancestors to clear 
away weeds, touch up 
gravestone inscriptions and 
make offerings of wine and 
fruit.  

 

Chinese Black Pepper Steak  
  
Ingredients: 
750 g eye fillet (in one piece)  
2 onions, sliced  
1/2 tsp sesame oil  
2 tbls dry sherry  
2 tsp sugar  
2 tsp grated fresh ginger  
1 tbls dark soya sauce  
2 tbls whole black                                 
 peppercorns, crushed  
   
Directions: 
 1. Cut steak into thin slices 
and combine with onions, 
sesame oil, sherry, sugar, 
ginger and soya sauce in bowl.  
  
2. Cover, and let marinate 
several hours or refrigerate  
overnight.  
  
3. Stir peppercorns through 
steak mixture.  
  
4. Stir-fry steak and onions in a 
wok over high heat until  
steak is cooked to your liking.

UPGRADING AND MODERNISATION OF KITCHEN 
Equipment purchased from China to upgrade and modernise the kitchen have arrived in Darwin and is awaiting 
final clearance from Customs and Quarantine officials. The equipment, which includes such items as new gas 
burners, crockery, kitchen utensils etc were organised through Danny Yuen of Tasty House Restaurant who was 
in China at the time and made the purchase on behalf of the Society.  Some modifications to the kitchen will be 
required which will be undertaken as soon as possible. Plans are currently under preparation. 
 
TENNIS COURT 
The Committee is obtaining further quotes to undertake repairs to the surface of the court in order to make it safe 
for use by members. Investigations will also be made to repairing/replacing the lights 
 
CLEANING OF TEMPLE FOR CHINESE NEW YEAR 
The working bee that was organised for the annual clean of the Temple was not well attended and the work was 
left to a few members and worshippers who were good enough to attend. The Committee discussed this and it 
was resolved that, rather than having a once a year clean, more regular working bees be held throughout the 
year so that the task of readying the Temple for the New Year will not be such an onerous one. The Temple 
Officer has been asked to organise a program of working bees throughout the year to achieve this objective. 
 
LION DANCE TROUPE UNIFORMS 
Approval was given to the Co-ordinator Nathan Tam to purchase an additional 30-40 uniforms in the smaller 
sizes for the younger members of the Troupe. The Committee approved the cost to be borne by the Temple 
Account as the uniforms will be used predominantly for raising funds for the Temple through blessings.  Also, 
some additional  20 polo training shirts will be purchased for members of the Lion Dance Troupe. The shirts are 
expected to cost between $30-$40 each and each member who requires one will be expected to pay half the 
cost.  With the departure of David Chin overseas for the foreseeable future, Warren Wong and Kathleen Chong-
Fong have volunteered to assist Nathan Tam with the organising and management of the Troupe in David’s 
absence.  
 
SARTEE STALL – ROYAL DARWIN SHOW 
The Committee has decided to  proceed with the stall this year after clarification of some issues with the Health 
Department. The Kitchen has been formally registered with the Department for the purpose of preparing food for 
functions held at the hall and at other locations such as the Show. This will mean that certain requirements eg 
food handling procedures, hygiene, cleanliness etc must be met at all times that food is be prepared in the 
kitchen.  The Committee is seeking a co-ordinator to organise and manage the project for this year. If you are 
interested in helping out, please contact any member of the Executive. 
 
LITCHFIELD STREET GATES 
Members of the public have been seeking to have the gates on Litchfield Street to be left open later to 6.00pm to 
allow access through the property. The Committee reiterated that the gates will be locked at 4.00pm each day. 
The Committee also reiterated that the site is private property and not a public thoroughfare for all and sundry. 
The code to the keypad has been given to car parkers as a matter of convenience for their personal access only 
to the site after 4.00pm but they are not to give the combination to others.
